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A financial settlement can be submitted to the court for approval only after the court has pronounced the Conditional Order in the divorce (formerly “decree nisi”). 

A consent order embodying the financial terms is lodged after the Conditional Order. The order, once approved (“sealed”) by a judge, becomes binding and can include clean break provisions to finalise financial claims.
